Education

Study after study shows that basic educaiibn
especially for girls and womeéhis simply one
of the best development investments that can
be made. Education plays a pivotal role in the
fight against poverty, maternal and infant
mortality, ilthealth, and particularly against
HIV.

This is why RESULTS campaigns so hard to
ensure that every child receives a quality
education.

Although great progress has been made, over
77 million children remain out of school and
one in five adults in the world are illiterate.
RESULTS looks to identify the root causes for
this and then promote appropriate remedial
action.

The main factors that now hinder education for
all include the continued use aker feeshe
shortage of well trained teachadiwageand
budgetary ceilingsposed by international
financial institutions, the World Bank and IMF.

In 2006 and 2007 RESULTS continued its
campaign to highlight and ultimately remove
these barriers to education.
